The Cloud House is pleased to offer a scholarship of at least $500 for young Lopezians to pursue further learning and personal development that will benefit our local and/or global community and its environment in 2010-2011.

Applicants will be reviewed by our scholarship committee on the basis of how well the individual’s concept or goal fits into the ideals of our group.   To assist applicants in understanding who we are and what the principles of our group are we include our groups creed.   
 We know that all of creation is sacred. We are a part of all things and all things are a part of us. This sacred knowledge carries within it the responsibility to tend and nurture all of this creation from the smallest to the largest element. We hold sacred the stones and the soil, the rivers and the sea, the lightning and the heat of the Sun, the wind in the trees and the breath of all beings. All of these and one another we know to be reflections of the greater universe. We know that living in harmony with creation is our birthright. This awareness carries our thoughts and words into manifest action.
Eligibility

Recognizing the need for a broad area of support and wanting to foster intellectual diversity the Cloud House Scholarships are available to any Lopez youth between the ages of 16 and 24. You do not need to be a high school graduate, or a university student to apply. The award is open to applicants willing to present a specific and immediate life goal or proposal that seeks in some way to make the world a better place. Concerns involving the environment, peace and justice or the issues fostering human understanding are appropriate. The goal or orientation of the youth’s proposal may, but does not have to be, an academic one. You must submit a personal statement and proposal by June 1, 2010 to Jeanna Carter, Lopez School.

Proposal

You may propose furthering your education, improving a skill or talent or gaining experience through public service and community action. A proposal can be creative and can utilize visual and/or audio components or performances but must include a written or spoken element including:

1. Your name, mailing address, email address, date of birth, and best phone number to reach you.

2. A brief statement describing why you consider yourself a Lopez youth.

3. A proposal (minimum 300 words) that includes:

· summary of your goals for learning and action in the next 1 – 2 years

· description of how you will use a Cloud House Scholarship to pursue your goals in 2010-2011
· proposed budget and an explanation of your need for funding with a description of what additional sources of funding you are pursuing.

4. Contact information for three people, preferably on Lopez, such as teachers, people for whom you have worked or volunteered, people you have helped, or mentors who we may ask for more information.

Selection Criteria

Applications will be reviewed and ranked according to the following criteria:

1. The extent to which the proposal clearly and meaningfully advances your stated goals;

2. Benefits of what you propose to the Lopez Island community and its environment or out in the world. 

3. Consistency of your goals and proposal with the principles for which the Cloud House stands, as described in this announcement; and

4. Evidence of your ability and passion to carry through successfully with what you propose.
