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Island Artisans would like to announce the availability of scholarships for graduating high school seniors.

What is “Island Artisans”?


Island Artisans is a non-profit organization, located for 30 years on San Juan Island, whose goal is to raise funds for these scholarships.  Island Artisans is made up of a board of members who actively participate in the arts in our community.  The primary fundraiser is the Island Artisans Holiday Marketplace that is traditionally held during the weekend after Thanksgiving on San Juan Island.  Proceeds from the artisans’ booth fees and percentages paid on sales go toward the scholarships.

What are the specifics about the scholarship?


The scholarship amount is up to $1,500.  Any graduating senior from Friday Harbor, Griffin Bay, Orcas, Lopez High School, Spring Street School, or any equivalent private school or home-schooled student is eligible to apply.  The scholarship is to be used to pursue studies in the visual arts.  The funds provided by the scholarship must be used for tuition or fees, which will be paid directly to a college, vocational or technical school on successful completion of the first term.  The scholarship funds must be used during the first 2 years after high school graduation.

How does one apply for this scholarship?

1. Write a short essay (approximately one page) about yourself, the role art plays in your life and why you feel you should be chosen for this scholarship.  Essay must be typed or neatly printed in ink.

2. Submit 3 examples (and only 3) that you feel best represent your artwork.  Original artwork is preferred, although high quality photographs are acceptable.  Applicants are encouraged to present their work in a professional manner.  All original artwork will be returned to you.

3. Fill out the scholarship application.  Please fee free to photocopy additional application forms, if necessary.
